Heallreaf 5
We are delighted to announce that Heallreaf 5 will take place in 2024 and 2025.
Location: Currently the exhibition will be at two venues this time, Weston Park, near Shrewsbury, and Farfield Mill in Sedbergh. If we can locate another gallery in between these shows we will let you know.
Jurors: Jurors for this exhibition are Anne-Elise Angas, winner of the Heallreaf 4 prize and Margaret Jones, long time Heallreaf organiser and curator.
Definition and Sizes: For the purpose of this exhibition tapestry is defined as weft-faced and discontinuous weft. Pieces containing other media will be accepted providing the majority of the piece complies with this definition. If in doubt, please contact the organiser.
The size is limited to a maximum size of 2 metres by 2 metres, there is no minimum size.  
Three dimensional pieces will be accepted but plinth-based pieces must not have a footprint larger than 30cm x 30cm. Floor-based pieces must not have a footprint larger than one metre by one metre.
Due to the hanging systems in the galleries, there is a weight limit of 20kg per tapestry.
Work must have been completed since January 2022.
Photographs: Up to three of each piece can be submitted including one of the whole piece showing the edges of the weaving (i.e. not cropped) and up to two showing details. Each image must be between 2000 and 3000 pixels on the longest side. 
Image files should ideally be in JPEG (.jpg) format but TIFF (.tif) format can also be accepted. They must be named in the following way: Artist Surname-Artist First Name-Name of Artwork-Full View (or Detail).jpg.

e.g.  Whittington-Richard-Turn Again-Detail 1.jpg

Please do not embed images into your application form.

The organisers will accept images of part woven work and the cartoon but there must be enough weaving for the jurors to make an informed decision. 
If when work is received, it is decided the photographs were not an accurate representation of the finished work, the organisers reserve the right to refuse to include it in the show. 
Entries: Images and the application form can be sent by email or ‘WeTransfer’ (see www.wetransfer.com ) to heallreaf@gmail.com.
Postal applications will not be accepted for this exhibition.
Insurance: Artists will be responsible for insuring their work. This includes transit to and from the show, whilst it is on display and whilst it is in store between shows.
Publicity and Use of Images and Statements: If selected the exhibition catalogue will include some of your images and your artist’s statement. The images will also be used in publicity for the exhibition on websites and in social media.

Costs: Entry costs are a minimum of £30.00 for up to three pieces of work but only one piece of work will be selected for exhibition. If you feel you can pay extra entry costs, this will help fund Heallreaf 5 as we find the Arts Council are no longer willing to fund for the show.

* Please do not enter work that has already been put before a Heallreaf jury. Entered work must have been completed since January 2022.
* Please note the criteria says 'predominantly weft faced' if you are not sure please ask.
* Entry of work into the jury process does not automatically mean work will be chosen for exhibition.
